III.  Overview of High School Graduation Requirements
Ms. Heinrich went over the high school graduation requirements.  Beginning with the 2012-2013 school year, the EOC (end-of-course) score will count 15% of the student’s final grade in the course (upon Board approval).  Students who do not have a passing average in the course will need to retake the course.  Students who do not meet the minimum standard for the EOC will need to retake the EOC in the summer or fall. A cumulative score in English, Math, Science, and Social Studies is required for graduation. A student must achieve at least a minimum score in order for the score to count toward the Cumulative Score.
