I. Welcome
Mrs. Dillon welcomed the Career and Technical Education (CTE) Programmatic Vision Committee at 
3:40 p.m., on April 4, 2012, at the Goose Creek Consolidated Independent School District (GCCISD) Administration Building Texas room. She thanked everyone for taking the time from their work schedules to support the students and programs in GCCISD.   
II. CTE Video
Mrs. Dillon presented a short video “We are not alone.”  A new technical education campus is not even done being built yet, but hundreds of people are already vying for a spot inside the classroom.

The Kootenai Technical Education Campus in Rathdrum, Idaho, offers a two-year program for local high school students. There are eight programs ranging from automotive technology to a resort academy. Students who are admitted can work toward high school and college credits. The building is set to open in September and workers are still putting on the roof and doing wiring. The original plan was to admit 280 students, but then 940 people applied. Because so many students applied for KTEC, campus leaders are already expanding their class offerings, even before the construction is completed. Now, there will be three class sessions, allowing 500 applicants to be admitted. It's good news for the students who are hoping for a chance to build toward their futures.

 The Houston-Baytown-Sugarland Metro area was selected #1 by SITE Selection.  One of the things the Industry Clusters have in common is energy/fuel. The Houston-Baytown-Sugarland MSA overview for the city of Baytown population is 72,000 and NAICS 46,161 industry jobs.  The jobs and population projections are as predicted. The projected job growth is 84,600 jobs by 2012.  The greatest gains are: manufacturing, PS & technical, administrative support, and healthcare.  Enterprise Products adding NGL Fractionators 7 & 8 at Mont Belvieu.  Total capacity will exceed 600,000 b/d at Mont Belvieu and EPD will have capability to handle 2.4 Bcf in the Eagle Ford. Some of the hot jobs are: welders, cutters, solderers, braziers.
